2, EARLY YESTERDAY EVENING THE U S PRESIDENT TRIED TO TELEPHONE THE
ARGENTINE PRESIDENT BUT THE LATTER REFUSED TO TAKE THE CALL. THE
AMERICANS PERSISTED AND PRESIDENT REAGAN EVENTUALLY SPOKE TO HIM,
HIS WORDS AND TONE WERE FORCEFUL, URGING THE ARGENTINIANS NOT TO TAKE
ACTION AGAINST THE FALKLANDS, HE LEFT GALTIERI IN NO DOUBT OF THE
CONSEQUENCES OF SUCH ACTION UPON ARGENTINE/U S RELATIONS, HE SAID
THAT THE BRITISH WOULD TREAT IT AS A CASUS BELL|, THE AMERICANS WERE

BUT 1T LOOKED TO THE AMER{ICANS AS THOUGH THE ARGENTINIANS WERE BEKT
ON AN INVASION AND THAT NOTHING WOULD STOP THEM. | SAID THAT | WOULD
